MINUTES 

 REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING

Thursday, October 25, 2007

Meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM. 

Members present were: Christopher Tomich, (chair), Anthony Gulotta, Margaret Martin and David Smith Sr.  Rene Wood was on vacation.

Susan Smith’s inquiry for Zdziarski: C. Tomich received a call from Susan Smith two days ago about a 1 acre lot in the rural district on Alum Hill.  The Zdziarski’s are considering the lot as a potential site for their pool service business. There was some discussion of this inquiry by the Board including the applicable by laws under section 3.1.4.  It was stated that under bylaw 3.1.4.2 such a use should not occur on less than 5 acres.  This means that the project could not go forward “by right” but may require a special permit.  Susan Smith stated on the phone that the Zdziarski’s want to create a “service establishment” and that this would not be a residence.  C. Tomich asked the Board to examine the by laws in view of this inquiry and stated that the Board would discuss the matter further when Rene Wood returned.

Minutes: D. Smith Sr. made a motion to accept the amended minutes of the Planning Board’s regular meeting on 10/11/07. The motion was seconded and unanimously approved. The Board mentioned that the secretary had done well getting the draft minutes out by Tuesday morning; M. Martin asked that the improvement be noted in these minutes.

Discussion of proposed Zoning By-Law changes:  A. Gulotta stated that the proposed by law changes would create a more restrictive environment that would put more pressure on local businesses and on the Planning Board.  He does not see that any of the proposed changes would make anything easier.  He would reject all the proposed changes.  D. Smith Sr. stated that everything seems to need a Special Permit now and that there are too many Special Permits already.  C. Tomich asked the Board to come prepared to address the proposed zoning by law changes at the next meeting.

Meeting date:  The second meeting of the Planning Board in November will be scheduled on Wednesday, November 28 at 7:00 PM, rather than on Thanksgiving Day.

Mail was reviewed and included copies of notices of decisions and a pamphlet on zoning tools and techniques.  Nadia will make a copy of the pamphlet for all the Planning Board members.

At 7:37 PM a motion was made by M. Martin that the meeting be adjourned. The motion was seconded and unanimously approved.
