MINUTES 

 REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING

Thursday, November 8, 2007

Meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM. 

Members present were: Rene Wood, Anthony Gulotta, Margaret Martin, David Smith Sr. and Christopher Tomich.

Form A Application:

Full name of applicants/deeded owner(s):  Jessica Roseman

Brief explanation of application and fee paid:  One lot divided into two. 

Physical address / location as it appears in the Registry of Deeds (Map# & Lot#):  West Stahl Road and Route 7.

Name of civil engineer company and representative presenting Form A:   Mike Therien of Foresight Land Services.  

Form A determination / Board member voting outcome:  The application was not stamped by the Town Clerk and only one copy was provided.  D. Smith Sr. will bring this Form A Application to the Town Clerk to be stamped tomorrow morning and the Board will make the additional copy. C. Tomich made a motion to approve the Form A application.  His motion was seconded and unanimously approved.  All the Board members signed the mylar.

Erik Schutz’ sign inquiry:  Mr. Schutz’ application for a sign application to the Building Inspector was denied Monday, November 5.  His understanding is that the Planning Board has the power to grant permission for his sign by Special Permit.  He described the sign posts and showed pictures of the sign.  Tom Carmody, the Building Inspector, explained that there are no grandfathered signs.  He explained that Susan Silver’s existing sign on the premises will remain there and he considered the Silver sign to be the primary sign.  Mr. Carmody considered Mr. Schutz’ proposed sign as a possible secondary sign.  R. Wood asked if Susan’s pre-existing sign could be considered secondary or ignored due to its pre-existing status.  Mr. Carmody will ask Town Counsel about those possibilities.  The Board discussed our by-law error and what we’re doing about it.

Minutes: D. Smith Sr. made a motion to accept the 10/25/07 minutes as corrected.  His motion was approved with R. Wood abstaining.
Zdziarski inquiry:  R. Wood spoke with Susan Smith, the Zdziarski’s attorney, who indicated they will apply to the Building Inspector for permission to create a “service establishment,” which may be denied because the property is less than 5 acres.  When it is denied they will come before the Planning Board for a Special Permit.

Mail was reviewed.
Discussion of Proposed Zoning and Bylaw Changes:  There was general discussion of how much is appropriate to present to the Town at once and how restrictive the proposed rules should be.

At 7:58 PM C. Tomich made a motion to suspend the normal business meeting.  The motion was seconded and approved.
At 8:45 PM the normal business meeting was resumed.

More Discussion of Proposed Zoning and Bylaw Changes, including discussion of Special Permits in the Rural District, Special Permits for funeral home parking and adding the definition of Health Care Facility.

At 9:23 PM a motion was made by A. Gulotta that the meeting be adjourned. The motion was seconded and unanimously approved.
