MINUTES 

 REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING

Wednesday, November 28, 2007

Meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM. 

Members present were: Rene Wood, Margaret Martin, David Smith Sr. and Christopher Tomich. Anthony Gulotta was absent.

Sign in sheet attached. 

Minutes: M. Martin made a motion to accept the 11/08/07 Regular Minutes as amended.  Her motion was approved unanimously.
D. Smith Sr. made a motion to accept the 11/08/07 Berkshire Fence Special Permit Hearing Minutes as amended.  His motion was approved unanimously.
Paul Tepper appeared regarding bylaws that he would like re-examined:  Mr. Tepper owns the original business establishment built in the Sheffield Business Park and one section of his building is available for rent.  Some who have applied to rent do not fit within the Zoning Bylaws; many businesses are specifically not allowed, for example “craft person’s shop”  “accountants and professional offices.”  He thinks it’s odd that if you are a doctor you can’t open an office in the General Business District.  

C. Tomich suggested that a letter explaining Mr. Tepper’s views could be presented to the Town Board.

R. Wood suggested using Mr. Tepper’s comment to request an economic development task force, Mr. Tepper agreed to work on it.  Mr. Tepper agreed to go through the current Bylaws and make comments.

Mr. Tepper has 5,000 square feet available but has passed up on a medical facility because no changes could be made in the Bylaws until May.  R. Wood pointed out that changes could be made at the January 22 Town Meeting.  R. Wood will try to get on the Select Board calendar for Monday, December 3 at 7:00 PM, regarding an economic development task force. 

SPRINT / NEXTEL Special Permit Application:  This recently submitted application seeks to remove and replace 3 antennae.  However, the wrong bylaws are cited in the application and they may not need to do a Special Permit at all as it is unclear if the requirements of a “major modification of an existing facility” are met.  R. Wood recommends that the Planning Board not accept the application until this is clarified with the applicant and the Building Inspector.  R. Wood and D. Smith were given the OK to call SPRINT / NEXTEL by Monday, December 3, at the latest.

At 7:58 PM D. Smith Sr. made a motion to suspend the normal business meeting.  The motion was seconded and approved.
At 9:15 PM M. Martin made a motion to reopen the normal business meeting.  The motion was seconded and approved.
Mail was reviewed:  A notice from the Sheffield Conservation Commission indicated that they are unable to deliver a notice to Robert Cronk.  Information was distributed to Board Members regarding the Registry of Deed indexing standards and several definitions of a health care facility which Board Members had requested when previously reviewing proposed changes to this usage..

M. Martin made a motion to appoint David Smith Sr. to represent the Planning Board as a member of the Community Preservation Act Committee.  The motion was seconded and approved.
December Meetings:  The Planning Board will attend the Select Board Meeting on Monday, December 17 at 6:00 PM.

The last Planning Board meeting in December is on the 27th, 2 days after Christmas.  Everyone agreed that was acceptable.

At 9:28 PM a motion was made by D. Smith Sr. that the meeting be adjourned. The motion was seconded and unanimously approved.
