Minutes: D. Smith St. made a Motion to approve the August 27, 2014 minutes as amended. A.
Gulotta seconded his Motion and the Motion was approved unanimously.

Mail: The Board reviewed the mail and noted that Mr. Cronin received a cease and desist order
from the building inspector for his heavy construction equipment on the corner of Redwaood
Lane and Oak Street. Also noted: the ZBA granted a variance for a garage on Miller Ave. and the
Sheffield Land Trust sent a fundraising letter to the Planning Board.

Request to Release Executive Session Minutes: D. Smith Sr. made a motion to release all
Executive Session Planning Board Minutes related to Primax, per David West'’s request. His
motion was seconded by A. Gulotta and unanimously approved.

Discussion Regarding Suggestions for Bylaw Changes: J. Collingwood Jr. explained that the
deadline for proposed bylaw changes is March 1*; public hearings should be scheduled in
January. A. Gulotta submitted a list of proposed changes to the bylaws, see attached. J.
Collingwood Jr. asked everyone to read over these proposed changes and address them at the
next meeting. A. Gulotta stated that in the General Business District, there are restrictions that
apply to only one side of the street and he suggested that if the Planning Board had to review
each case, instead of blanket restrictions, the result would be more appropriate. A. Gulotta stated
that he will suggest changes for bylaw number 14 on page 10 as he did for bylaw number 27.
The Board discussed the fact that Bylaw 3.1.5.3 doesn’t exist in the Bylaws and seems to be a
clerical error.

Bylaw Review Committee Report: A. Gulotta said that the committee continues to review
definitions. M. Massini-Reynolds suggested that the committee work on definitions for #27
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section d and #14 section d. She stated that the next bylaw review committee meeting is October
1 . :

Next Meeting, September 24: J. Collingwood said that discussion of the Bylaws will continue.
M. Massini-Reynolds will attend the Berkshire Regional Planning Commission meeting
tomorrow, September 11, and report at the next meeting.
